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Glebe Wardens Report  
May2010 

 
ust  like home our church always seems to need something fixing or mending. Just like 
home we also suspect we are inclined to put it off until another time. But just like home 
if the job doesn’t get done the situation only gets worse. So in response to request made 

on Sunday last (30th May) a few people met with us (the Glebe Wardens) to arrange work 
parties to carry out some essential jobs around the church during the summer. If you missed 
the announcement made by the Rector don’t feel left out we are not an exclusive group and 
will welcome any help offered. 
 One job has already been completed with very satisfactory results. That is the clean-
up in the Memorial Garden where the unsightly moss has now been banished and our thanks 
go to John Shenoy for completing this work.  
 Other jobs have already been identified and work started and for those involved in this 
work we offer our thanks for their willingness to tackle what sometimes is not a very 
glamorous task. Others help with continuing jobs such as hedge trimming and grass cutting 
and again as a church we should be thankful for their constant service. But there is still a lot 
to do!  
 The ground behind the church and hall as well as the strip running along the side of 
the hall is a vibrant weed patch, which is sprayed each year with commercial grade 
weedkiller. This work has started again this year but we need a permanent solution for this 
area. We are seeking advice from professionals but so far their solutions are, to say the least, 
not cheap. Our work group will be meeting to discuss options for this ground as well as 
identifying other work which is in need of attention. Again your input would be welcomed. 
 Continuing our outside survey it has been reported that a few roof tiles are misplaced 
and a contractor is in process of being asked to sort this out for us. In the same area the 
guttering still has a couple of problem areas and the original contractor (who came the last 
time and carried out adjustments at no cost) is being asked to a site meeting to seek a solution 
in the remaining areas. 
 Now to the inside, following the professional stripping and re-coating of our church 
floor a couple of years ago we plan to maintain the finish by re-coating the main wear areas. 
We hope to get a work party organised towards the end of July to carry out this work to 
protect what is a fine maple floor.  
 And finally, for all those who have helped us, or our predecessors, with the 
maintenance of the Church and Rectory in the past and for those who have volunteered to 
help at present we would offer a very big vote of thanks in helping to keep the roof on.

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EDEN OUTREACH  
 
Since there may be people in the parish who know very little about the outreach to Eden, I 
thought it might be useful to outline the background and give a potted history to date.  
 
It began in September 2004 when the Orange Lodge at Kilroot gave the Church permission to 
use their hall in Eden for our proposed outreach.   
 
There was significant renovation work underway in the hall, so Victor and myself spent from 
7.00 to 9.00 every Wednesday night at the hall, getting to know and developing friendships 
with the members, and taking the opportunity to talk about our plans and to listen to their 
views also.  It was at this time, with the cooperation and support of the lodge, that we planned 
and organized the first Carol Service.  Subsequently this has become an established annual 
event, which enjoys the support of the local community, Eden Primary School choir, and the 
lodge itself who provide pipers to play a selection of carols and of course the facilities of the 
hall.  It has developed into a very successful evening, greatly enjoyed by everyone. 
 
The drop-in centre opened at the hall in September 2006, operating each Wednesday between 
12.00 noon and 4.00 pm.  A team of volunteers from Church provide a warm welcome, a cup 
of tea and refreshments for anyone who ‘drop in’, together with any help or support which we 
can offer to individuals.  We have ‘regulars’ who come every Wednesday and enjoy the 
friendship and fellowship we offer, and we have people who call at a time when they are 
facing particular difficulties in their lives through ill-health, or other issues which are causing 
worry or concerns.  Some stay with us for the period of time when they most need support 
and then move on; others have continued to maintain contact with us.  We also have a 
number of parishioners who call from time to time and there is an open invitation to anyone 
to call and enjoy the hospitality we provide and find out a bit more of what we offer. 
 
We are there however primarily for the people of Eden village as an outreach in the name of 
the Church to offer, in a Christian context, friendship and if required support to anyone who 
calls.  In terms of numbers attending, we would average 10 to 12 each week over the year, a 
mixture of callers and parishioners.  We would like to see more people from the village using 
the facility; however, success is not just measured in numbers.  If we have been able to help 
those who have called, then we believe it’s important to have been there. 
 
In September 2009, we moved from the Orange Hall to a house which became available to us 
in the village.  This happened in part because there were some issues at the hall with regard to 
the standard of the kitchen and the availability of the ground floor toilet facilities, which were 
proving difficult to resolve, and partly because we felt that the house might provide an 
environment which may prove more attractive to possible callers.  However, it is important to 
emphasise that we have maintained a good relationship with the lodge and the hall will 
continue to be available to us for the Carol Service and for any further activities for which it 
might be more suitable. 
 
It costs around £100 per month to run the outreach, i.e. to provide hospitality and to make a 
contribution towards the cost of the services we use.  This was funded initially by the parish, 
but for the last three years, the Priorities Fund of the Church of Ireland has made money 
available to us which we expect will be sufficient for the work to continue a while longer. 
 
Mike and the team see the outreach as a long-term project in the village, which we trust will 
be able to continue and develop with the help and support of the church.

Living the Dream 
 
I am so glad to share with you my happiness; I am living the dream, living what God has 
promised me 20 years ago. 
 
It’s been one month since I arrived in Sapporo, Japan and I love it! All the practical stuff is 
done, like get ID card which is called Alien registration Card, yes “Alien” this is how 
Japanese named ID for foreigners living in Japan. I was very welcomed by OMF missionaries 
that are studying and living in Sapporo. 
 
I love the place where I live and got the chance to say hello to may neighbours and get to 
know the area where I live, it is my first time living by my self, I always share house with 
other people, living alone it’s been a good experience. Also how to sort the garbage, 10 
different ways of recycling, going to the post office and pay first bills, learning and 
experience other things from this amazing and unique culture! 
 
I have started language studies 3 weeks ago and it’s very interesting and of course hard, but 
not impossible, I have to say. I’ve started with 2 classes a day from Monday-Friday, plus 3 to 
5 hours self study and soon it will be 3 classes a day. 
 
Praise God I have found a dance school in town, I went to 5 different studios and I found 1 
that I really liked and it was the cheapest one comparing to the others I visited, so I am 
planned to take dance classes 3 times a week, evening time, after my language studies. I’ve 
already make friends with the students and with the dance teachers; it is good that they can’t 
speak English, so I have the chance to practice what I’ve been learning. 
 
Before coming to Japan, I prayed to go for a Japanese close friend, so I can learn more about 
Japan and also practice language, praise God he answered my prayers and I met a guy at the 
dance studio and we even already performed together at a Shopping Centre in Sapporo, He is 
a Christian and we are getting to know each other, he can speak a bit of English, but 
sometimes I have to be careful to make myself understood and to understand him. And also 
my dance teachers invited me to watch them performing at public places in Sapporo, like 
nightclubs, great opportunity to make friends, witness and at the same time study practicing 
my not yet good Japanese. 
 
For the first 2 weeks I was going to an international church with English translation, but now 
glad that I was assigned to go to a Church, 40 min where I live and this Church is linked with 
OMF, I went there first Sunday, last week and I loved it!  The name of the Church is Grace 
Community; they have 2 services, 8:30am and 11:30am, between the 2 services, Bible study 
for the members and especially for new Christians and Young People. 
 
The Church is very free to expresses their love to God and full of young people, I was so 
amazed and encouraged to see such a Church in Japan, 
praise God he sent me to Grace Community to serve 
while I am here in Sapporo, in the future I am planning 
and hoping to start supporting their ministries according 
to the gifts God gave me, but first I need to concentrate 
more on studying the language so I can better serve the 
Church, now I am attending the church, watching, 
learning and making friends. 
 
The service is all in Japanese and no translation, so it’s 
going to be a very good challenge! Thank you very 
church for supporting and praying for me and please 
check my blog, videos and photos, trying my best to keep 
it up to date and for me images speaks better than words!

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“We all have the equal chance to reach out…” 
 
“We have the equal chance to reach out to people…” this is what my Japanese friend told 
me after 2 hours talking about Japanese culture, youth and Church.  He is the youth 
Pastor of the church I am attending now, Grace Community Church.  We had a very good 
conversation, I have learnt so much from him, we have the same vision related to 
strategies to reach out, and one of them is to encourage Japanese Christians to reach out 
to different people and situations according to their gifts, they have changes, 
opportunities to do it. 
 
It is Month 3 now and I am getting deeper and deeper with Japanese language studies. 
The more I know I don’t know but I know if you know what I mean.  Thank be to God 
that I am starting put words into phrases and trying to communicate and make myself 
understood, so far so good, hard but good! I am getting there day by day, step by step by 
the grace of God. 
 
We had 10 days national holiday, called “Golden Week”, Children’s day plus other 
public holidays. It was good time to revise Japanese, what I have learnt and also to relax. 
My dance school had special and extra classes during this holiday, so I went to make 
more friends and try to practice the language.  There is a new Japanese friend of mine, 
who I met at the dance school that I am praying and planning to ask him if he can be my 
language helper and meet once a week, he is not a Christian, yet, but he is very open to 
talk about anything. 
 
At my Church, Grace Community, they have different small groups during the week and 
there is one for the young people called JAPON’S, every Wednesdays, I am planning to 
join this group, I have been once and it was really good! I have asked the leader if I could 
be part of it, but just to observe and learn from them how they do small groups. I am so 
encouraged by what they do and how they plan to reach out their friends and family.  The 
church has about 27 different small groups and 6 of those are for young people, those 
small groups help the church to keep going, they are the veins of the church. 
 
Normally in Japanese churches the Pastor is the boss and is expected to do almost 
everything, but it is changing and that is why my friend, the youth Pastor, told me that 
every one has the equal change to reach, not only pastors and leaders but the whole 
church walking together. 
 
I am very good and very excited to see what God has prepared for me, loved month 3 and 
let’s see next for month 4!  Thank you very much for your prayers and support and 
always remember that I am praying for you too and still it will be great if you send me a 
picture of you, so I can put on my prayer board.  My Family in Brazil are well and both 
my Mom and Dad had their birthday this May. They are happy for me and thankful for 
our God and what He is allowing me to be part of His work here in Japan.

Pray for my family, Mom (Madalena) and Dad (João Alcides) their birthdays and also for 
my older sister (Michelle), she was planning to move to another city, but did not work 
well so she is a bit sad, God knows!

Please pray for the opportunity to ask my friend from dance school to be my language 
helper.
