Dear Parishioner,

| want to thank you for your support as we commence another year. In particular |
want to thank those who worship regularly at the traditional service at 10:15am. |
know it has been less than ideal that | have only been able to be present asthervice
about once a month. However | am working away to address this problem and if thys
work out | should, all being well, be able to be in St. Colman's at 10.15am for at ledst
Sundays a month from next May onwards.

However all this is dependent on our parish being financially viable. Aty@sent we face
a shortfall of £4000 per year. This will use up our reserves this year and thereate an
increasing debt in the future. This is unsustainable, so if giving doesmcrease we will
have to open discussions with the diocese about how the future of the érwill
develop.

At the same time there is many valuable things going on, not least the newade
service, and much that we can do, but it must be done on a secure finand@bting. If
you can increase your giving that would be a great help, but be assured that | am
committed to finding a way through our current difficulties that will enable us to
continue to be effective in proclaiming the good news of Jesus in this pai
Carrickfergus well into the future. Given the present situation ourharvest appeal this
year will be for our own church funds and will be in lieu of the gift cay we normally
have had in late November.

SCIENCE AND CHRISTIANITY — ARE THEY OPPOSED TO EACH OTHER?
Some thoughts from Prof Alan Hibbert

The newspapers have headlined the declaration by Stephen Hawking that the waserse
created, not by God, but by the random fluctuations of a quantum field, bringing about,
spontaneously, the Big Bang.

Hawking and | have both recently retired as professors of Applied Mathepfetim
Cambridge and Queen’s respectively. His is obviously the more prestigiousmadbi¢
Lucasian Chair of Mathematics, once held by an Ulsterman (Joseph Larmor) thiedevgn
more famous Isaac Newton. Hawking’s research field is Cosmology, mirternsc®Physics
and the two are sufficiently diverse that | haven’t read his latest book or stuslegliaitions
from which his conclusions are drawn. He argues, on the basis of gravitatiamgl(tiread
and butter to the cosmologist) that the universe could have come into existence out of
nothing, without any need for a God to intervene.

Hawking is not the first to have declared that Science does not need to invoke timeexiste
of God in order for its theories to explain physical (and biological) phenomena — tioh Fre
mathematician Laplace did so two hundred years ago as he presented Hiotdiésh
celestial mechanics) to Napoleon Bonepart. And by and large, that's howeSeenks. Its
job is to explain phenomena by the use of natural laws and principles, which mestly ar
derived from an analysis of experimental or observational data.

But it is a huge step from Hawking declaring that he does not need God to explain how the
universe came into existence (and it is not yet determined whether Hawkjngtsoas and

the consequences he draws are mathematically sound) to declaring that &Sodtaoest.

In fact, it is just as impossible to prove from Science that God does not exifst @sgtove

that He does. Hawking falls into the same philosophical trap as does his biologioeés
counterpart Richard Dawkins of setting up a caricature of God and then debunking the image.
He thinks that religious people imagine God as setting the universe in motion and then
ignoring it, in the sense of ‘lighting the blue touch paper and standing clear’.



There are many scientists who are Christian, or Jewish, or Moslem. They do rabsuios
such a caricature, but have a quite different belief in God and his involvement with the
universe. And in particular, it is not the God who is revealed in the Bible and supremely in
Jesus Christ. Isaiah puts it very well: “Thus says the high and lofty One, whasnhabi
eternity, whose name is Holy: ‘I dwell in the high and holy place, and also witlwhons of

a contrite and humble spirit, to revive the spirit of the humble, and to revive the heart of the
contrite™ (Isaiah 57, v 15, RSV). Hawking (and others like him) forgets the secondfpa

this statement. For God is not remote from this universe, but rather is intinm&tdiyed in

its creation and in his people here on earth. Why else would Jesus have come toiearth to |
and die for us, except to bring us back into a restored fellowship with the God who is creato
and sustainer of the world?

Science seeks to answer the ‘How?’ questions — how does the world work? But the ‘Why?’
guestions — why is the universe here at all (rather than how did it come into beingdrevhat

the purpose and meaning of our life? — are beyond the remit of Science. They are the doma
of the theologian. Science does not lead to the conclusion that God is not creator. Itis the
Christian belief that God was instrumental in creation: that the universeeesdfor a

purpose — His purpose, and this is demonstrated by the amazing order of the universe.

The existence of God is proved to my satisfaction when | look to Jesus, ask who He is, and
draw the only conclusion that makes sense to me, that He is the Son of the Living God, and
ever lives and intercedes for us. To me the resurrection of Jesus is the detefactoir.

If/since Christ is risen, God exists, and through that event, unique and thereforesiabkst

by Science, He demonstrates his love for each one of us. It is in the resurtettidodk

for and find the proof of God’s existence, not in the laws of Physics. And there are man
other scientists who see it that way too.

There is no real gulf between Religion and Science, when they are properiytamdlers
They are complementary viewpoints of our universe. Difficulties only arise vanamtists

try to use Science to make unjustifiable pronouncements on matters theologicaledr inde
when theologians argue for a particular interpretation of the Bible thairfliae face of
scientific evidence. We need to listen to each other, and to learn from each othatryso t
may more fully understand the wonder of God’s creation.
